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Per Capita
Our church must pay an annual “Per Capita” fee to the PCUSA each year. For 2024,
the cost is $36.85 per member (“per capita”), paid out of church funds each year.
The cost to our congregation in 2024 is $2,247.85

(South Atlantic) gets $1.50, and the Presbytery of Tropical Florida gets $25.55. The
money supports administrative costs and a wide array of programs and missions,
including minister training and ecumenical ministries.
